    The $20,000 portion of the 
grant given to KBB earmarks 
$9,000 for light bulbs, $7,000 
for materials, literature and 
operations for community 
fairs such as the Expo, $1,000 
for training workers to re-
place bulbs, and $3,000 for 
recycling old bulbs. After 
learning that incandescent 
bulbs are not recyclable, KBB 
is seeking to amend the recy-
cling part of the plan.
